Multi-regional expression of Nebbiolo from the villages of 
La Morra, Monforte, Serralunga , Barolo & Verduno.  

Castel Giacondo Brunello DOCG ’18             1195 

A velvety, complex wine that marries traditional structure 
with international approachability. 

Masi Amarone Classico DOCG ’18           1195  
Made from raisined Corvina, Rondinella & Molinari  
grapes – dry and austere, soft and velvety.  
Pegau Chateauneuf du Pape ’19           1295 
Predominantly Grenache with splash Syrah & Mourvedre 
this wine is complex on the nose, full bodied & rich with a 
long, velvety finish.  

Baron Phillipe de Rothschild Pauillac ’18 795 
Classic five-way Bordeaux blend from the heart of Medoc 
produces a full-bodied red with powerful finish.  

Puy Mouton St. Emilion Grand Cru ’16 895
